Eligibility: Open to all artists who are current members of the Arts Council (artist may have an individual membership or 

be a member of a household with a family membership). Membership must be current through the duration of 
the show. Artists may join to enter [$30 college student, $45 individual, $35 senior, $70 family]. For more 
membership information: https://www.artscouncilofprinceton.org/Default.asp?p=ME.  

 
Size and Medium:        All works in painting, drawing, mixed media, photography, printmaking, ceramics, or sculpture are welcome. 2D 

works must not exceed 36Ó x 30Ó (including frame). 3D works must have a base no larger than 18Ó x 18Ó and 
be no taller than 72Ó (including base). Each artist may submit up to two pieces. The Arts Council reserves the 
right to display one or both works. 

 
Theme The Arts Council of Princeton is dedicating the year beginning in fall 2010 to Portraits as a community wide 

arts theme. Members are invited to help us kick off this Community Portrait theme by entering work in our 
annual Members Exhibition. Artists are encouraged to submit works that pertain in some way to this year 
long theme of Portraits which can be broadly understood as the many ways we ÔseeÕ each other: depictions of 
people, places, ideas, feelings, and moments. The Arts Council will present works throughout the year in 
dance, music, theater, and visual arts that relate to this concept of portraits. 

 
Sales: The Arts Council of Princeton will promote the sale of exhibited works and take a 30% commission from the 

selling price. 
   
Insurance: Coverage begins upon physical acceptance of art at the Paul Robeson Center, for the duration of the show.  
 
Procedure: Artworks must be delivered to the Paul Robeson Center, 102 Witherspoon Street, Princeton. All entries must 

be ready for display. The Arts Council reserves the right to reject any works that are not ready to be hung or 
displayed in a professional manner. Works delivered by mail must include a stamped/self-addressed parcel for 
return.  Work will be accepted September 2 or 3   from 10am to 4pm and Saturday, Sept. 4 from 9 am to 12 
noon. A completed entry form must accompany each piece.  

 
Pick up Work: All unsold work must be picked up October 2 or 4, 2010.
